LEC course was funded by Local Council Services and 
delivered in partnership with Sydney Community College 
and RNC. It is the first time we have outreached to assist 
people who have been out of the workforce primarily 
raising children. Participants came into the course     
believing that they had no skills to offer - after 9 week 
sessions realised they did!  
 

Through creative reflection the group identified their 
strengths and abilities to build their confidence and   
produce a portfolio. A basic computer course enabled 
participants to come to grips with technology they had 
not been able to access.
